The pre-application form that was created last year has 
been very beneficial to the team and made the process less 
confusing for prospective homeowners. By the beginning of 
2010, Stevens County had their family ready to go and by 
May, both families for the two chapters began working on 
their homes and doing other sweat equity projects.  
The possibility of expanding to include eligible families for 
the Brush With Kindness program means that a slight varia-
tion of the application process will need to be created to 
determine scope of work to be done, amount of zero per-
cent loan and sweat equity requirements for family.

Site Supervisors were needed for both chapters as con-
struction began in May 2010.  Stevens County chapter has 
two women filling in at this time for this position while the 
Pope County chapter enlisted a local contractor to head up 
the project and key volunteers worked at the site.  Please 
contact us if you have some background in construction and 
are willing to commit to at least one year as Site Supervisor.  
Without a team leader in place, we are very thankful to the 
volunteers who stepped up and filled in as needed but both 
chapters need this crucial position filled.  

While Pope County continues to build up it’s Family Sup-
port Team of advocates it has proven very beneficial to as-
sign one per family for a two year commitment. A long and 
lasting friendship is created as the advocate relays back to 
the board any concerns or issues and vice versa. Stevens 
County continues with a very dedicated individual as their 
family advocate. Thanks to him, all three of their families are 
in good hands but they could use more on this team as the 
fourth family is added in 2010. As the families go thru mari-
tal, financial or other situations, the advocate is right there 
assisting and encouraging as needed.
